RITES HELD FOR HARRISON SCHWEGLER

Harrison Wright Schwegler died Sunday, January 22, 1978, at the
Charles E. Still Hospital, Jefferson City, following an iliness of three days. He
had attained the age of 85 years, 2 months and 8 days.

Mr. Schwegler was born November 14, 1892, in Maries County, the son
of Julius and Sarah Ridenhour Schwegler. He was married Feb. 27, 1914, at
Vienna, to the former Miss Bell McKinney, who preceded her husband in death
in January, 1922. In 1923, he was married to the former Miss Stella Burt at
Argyle, who now lives in St. Louis.

Mr. Schwegler moved to St. Louis in 1926 and worked as a laborer until
1929. He then worked for the Halloran Floor Co., St. Louis, as a floor layer for
forty-two years prior to his retirement. An avid fisherman, Mr. Schwegler moved
to Linn in 1968 where he had a club house on the Gasconade River. Mr.
Schwegler lived with his son August, near Vienna for a few months in 1977 due
to failing health. Again due to poor health, he moved to the Jones Boarding
Home, Tuscumbia, where he lived until last Friday, January 20, 1978, when he
was taken to the hospital.

Mr. Schwegler was a member of the Bethel Church of Christ near Vienna
and the Floor Layers Local No. 1310, St. Louis.
